Parents are expected to attend Pre-Baptismal Classes. 
Arrangements to be made at the Parish Office. Only 
practicing Catholics may act as Godparents. 
 
MARRIAGES: Specific time is set for the celebration of 
marriage on Saturdays. The common Policy for all the 
Dioceses of New Jersey requires a period of 
preparation for the sacrament of Marriage, which 
includes sessions with the parish priest and attendance 
at either the Pre-Cana conferences or the Engaged 
Encounter Weekend. Therefore, arrangements are to 
be made at least one year in advance and before any 
social plans are finalized. 
 
FIRST PENANCE, FIRST EUCHARIST, CONFIRMATION: 
Though immediate preparation is given to children 
before receiving these sacraments, it is expected that  
children receive a Christian education within their family 
life, through formal religious education classes, and by 
attending  Sunday worship services.  
  
PASTORAL CARE OF THE SICK:  Arrangements for 
Communion Calls to the sick at home may be made by 
calling the Parish Office.

TODAY’S READINGS  
 

First Reading - The Lord, merciful and gracious, 
rich in kindness and faithfulness.  
Second Reading -  Brothers and sisters, rejoice. 
Live with one another in peace, and the God of peace 
will be with you.  
Gospel - God did not send the Son to condemn the 
world, but to give it abundant life.  

THREE IN ONE 

Trinity Sunday is one of the few feasts that cele-
brates a reality and belief of the Church, rather 
than an event or person. Today we honor the eter-
nal God: Father, Son, and Holy Spirit. Essentially, 
we believe that God is one being yet three distinct 
persons. Most people have a hard time wrapping 
their minds around this doctrine. Don’t let the 
word “person” fool you. Person here means “that 
which stands on its own,” or “individual reality,” 
and does not mean the persons of the Trinity are 
like three human persons. How can the Father, Son, 
and Holy Spirit be distinct from one another yet 
completely united?  The Trinity could be compared 
to ice, steam, and water. Jesus was solid, like ice: he 
became fully human so we could see him in our 
world. The Holy Spirit, like steam, is something 
that cannot be seen, but has great power. The Fa-
ther is like water, without which there would be 
neither steam nor ice. However, all of these expla-
nations fall short. The Trinity is a mystery but by 
the word “mystery,” the Church does not mean a 
riddle to be solved, but a reality beyond our human 
ability to grasp. Ultimately, it is a truth we can on-
ly begin to know through worship, symbol, and 
faith.
