LORD OF ALL

Saint Paul was born and brought up as a Jew, deep-
ly aware of the Jewish people as the Chosen Race.
Thanks to his education by rabbis, Paul was steeped
in the Hebrew scriptures, which emphasized God's
particular love for Jews. Paul expected a Jewish
Messiah for the Jews, and may well have believed
such a one would be a great military or royal leader
like King David. Jesus did not fit that profile. Paul
was ardent in his conviction that all those who be-
lieved Jesus was the promised Savior were deluded
and dangerous, and he was willing to hunt them
down and kill them off. After his vision of Jesus on
the road to Damascus, Paul's change of heart and
mind was profound. All his preconceptions were
wrong. He was wrong about Jesus and wrong about
Jesus' followers. He was wrong about the Messiah
being only for the Jews. Paul was a remarkable man
who was prepared to admit that he was wrong! He
knew that he had been given an insight into the
mystery of God's grace, hidden until the world was
ready. God's love and grace are universal and no
human being is beyond that love; only those who
choose not to receive it cannot benefit from God's
grace. He was certain that those who were not Jews
were also called to be part of the body of Christ.
This was an astounding idea and, at first, brought
conflict with apostles such as Peter. Yet these con-
victions took Paul and his companions out into the
world around the Mediterranean on long and dan-
gerous journeys. Jesus was born a Jew in Bethle-
hem yet, as Risen Lord, he is Lord of all nations and
peoples. Paul knew this. It changed his mind. It
changed his heart. It changed the world.

Solemnity of the Epiphany

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

The visit of the magi to the Christ Child has always had a strong hold on the Christian
imagination. We like stories that turn conventional expectations on their head. The Old and New
Testaments are filled with accounts of God’s goodness to human beings, but here, in the magi’s
gifts of gold, frankincense and myrrh, we have the reverse: the goodness of human beings towards
God. There is something not only very appropriate, but very appealing, about that.

But how can we ever begin to repay the LORD for the many ways he has blessed us?
Actually, Jesus answered that question in one of his parables:

For I'was hungry and you gave me food, I was thirsty and you gave me drink,
a stranger and you welcomed me, naked and you clothed me, ill and you
cared for me, in prison and you visited me [...] Amen, I say to you, whatever
you did for one the least brothers of mine, you did for me (Mt 25:35-36, 40).

Next weekend you will have the opportunity to give something back to God by contributing
to the annual Together in Charity Collection. This collection funds our Catholic Charities’
Emergency Assistance Program, which aids parishes when individuals and families are faced with
urgent financial, housing, or medical needs beyond a parish’s capacity to meet. Your parish may
have been one of those helped by the program, since in the last year 59 (or 66%) of our parishes
turned to Catholic Charities for emergency assistance. In total, 437 households, consisting of 693
adults and 578 children, were helped by those who gave to the Together in Charity Collection.

Please consider giving a gift to the Jesus who is present in the senior citizen who cannot
afford a needed prescription or the family facing eviction or the loss of utilities—not gold,
frankincense and myrrh, but a monetary donation as your means allow.

I thank you in advance for your generosity and assure you of my prayerful good wishes for
the year ahead.
