MARRIAGES: Specific time is set for the celebration of 
marriage on Saturdays. The common Policy for all the 
Dioceses of New Jersey requires a period of 
preparation for the sacrament of Marriage, which 
includes sessions with the parish priest and attendance 
at either the Pre-Cana conferences or the Engaged 
Encounter Weekend. Therefore, arrangements are to 
be made at least one year in advance and before any 
social plans are finalized. 
 
FIRST PENANCE, FIRST EUCHARIST, CONFIRMATION: 
Though immediate preparation is given to children 
before receiving these sacraments, it is expected that  
children receive a Christian education within their family 
life, through formal religious education classes, and by 
attending  Sunday worship services.  
  
PASTORAL CARE OF THE SICK:  Arrangements for 
Communion Calls to the sick at home may be made by 
calling the Parish Office.

On Divine Mercy Sunday, Our Lord promised to grant 
complete forgiveness of sins:  “The soul that will go to 
confession and receive holy communion will obtain com-
plete forgiveness of sins and punishment… Let no soul 
fear to draw near to me even though its sins be as scar-
let.”  Since we are in the  time of Mercy, let us ask God 
for His graces and Infinite Mercy for ourselves and for 
the world.  We, at St. Mary’s, are satisfying  the request 
of the Lord made through Sr. Faustina by establishing 
this special feast for the salvation of souls. 

Our Lord said to St. Faustina: 

Encourage souls to say the chaplet which I have given 
you...Whoever will recite it will receive great mercy at 
the hour of death...When they say this chaplet in the pres-
ence of the dying, I will stand between My Father and  
the dying person, not as the just judge but as the Merciful 
Savior...Priests wil recommend it to sinners as their last 
hope of salvation. Even if there were a sinner most hard-
ened, if he were to recite this chaplet only once, he would 
receive grace from My infinite mercy.  I desire to grant 
unimaginable graces to those souls who trust in my mer-
cy...Through the Chaplet you will obtain everything, if 
what you ask for is compatible with my will.
