STOP INFANTICIDE!

Some states are proposing laws to expand
abortion AND to repeal laws providing specific
protections for babies born alive after surviving
an attempted abortion.

Act (S.311/H.R.962), which protects babies
who survive an attempted abortion from infanti-
cide. But there is still hope for this bill!

If the US House of Representatives passes the
bill, it would put significant pressure on Sena-
tors who voted against the bill to reconsider
their vote.
