Though immediate preparation is given to children
before receiving these sacraments, it is expected that
children receive a Christian education within their family
life, through formal religious education classes, and by
attending Sunday worship services.

Gospel - Jesus prays that the love of the Father may
be in those who believe.

Reflecting on God’s Word

John does not have Jesus praying in the garden of
Gethsemane but at the Last Supper. Jesus prays to
the Father for his disciples and for all who will hear
their words about him. He prays that all may be one.
The ending that God has planned for all who believe
in Jesus is that we enter into unity with Jesus and the
Father and the Holy Spirit.

Today we also witness the end of the story of one of
the first preachers of the gospel, Stephen the deacon.
As he was being stoned, he prayed that the Lord Je-
sus receive his spirit and that those stoning him be
forgiven. The end of his story on this earth echoes
the final words of Jesus on the cross in Luke’s Gos-
pel.

Finally, the author of Revelation holds up an image
of Jesus as the beginning and the end of the human
story. He will return at the end of time and bring a
recompense that he “will give to each according to
[our] deeds” (Revelation 22:12). At the end, then, is
God’s plan for unity, forgiveness, and glory.

STOP INFANTICIDE!

Some states are proposing laws to ex-
pand abortion AND to repeal laws
providing specific protections for babies
born alive after surviving an attempted
abortion. (In a successful abortion, the
life of the baby in the womb is ended
and this is never morally acceptable.
We continue to promote laws to protect
babies in the womb). A particular piece
of legislation -The Born-Alive Abortion
Survivors Protection Act (S.311/
H.R.962), would provide protections na-
tionwide to help prevent newborns from
being killed or being left alone to die.

Sadly, the United States has failed to
pass the Born-Alive Abortion Survi-
vors Protection Act (S.311/H.R.962),
which protects babies who survive an
attempted abortion from infanticide. But
there is still hope for this bill!

If the US House of Representatives
passes the bill, it would put significant
pressure on Senators who voted
against the bill to reconsider their vote.
