MARRIAGES: Specific time is set for the celebration of 
marriage on Saturdays. The common Policy for all the 
Dioceses of New Jersey requires a period of 
preparation for the sacrament of Marriage, which 
includes sessions with the parish priest and attendance 
at either the Pre-Cana conferences or the Engaged 
Encounter Weekend. Therefore, arrangements are to 
be made at least one year in advance and before any 
social plans are finalized. 
 
FIRST PENANCE, FIRST EUCHARIST, CONFIRMATION: 
Though immediate preparation is given to children 
before receiving these sacraments, it is expected that  
children receive a Christian education within their family 
life, through formal religious education classes, and by 
attending  Sunday worship services.

Saint Teresa Benedicta of the Cross (Edith Stein)
Virgin and Martyr, born in 1891 in Breslau, Poland, 
was the youngest child of a large Jewish family. Eventually 
she became interested in the Catholic Faith, and in 1922, 
she was baptized at the Cathedral Church in Cologne, Ger-
many. Because of the ramifications of politics in Germany, 
Edith, whose name in religion was Teresa Benedicta of the 
Cross, was sent to the Carmel at Echt, Holland. When the 
Nazis conquered Holland, Teresa was arrested, and, with 
her sister Rose, was sent to the concentration camp at 
Auschwitz,where  she died in the gas chambers in 1942 at 
the age of fifty-one. In 1987, she was beatified in the large 
outdoor soccer stadium in Cologne by Pope John Paul II;  
then canonized in October 11, 1998.
