Though immediate preparation is given to children 
before receiving these sacraments, it is expected that  
children receive a Christian education within their family 
life, through formal religious education classes, and by 
attending  Sunday worship services.

Pope’s Universal Intention:  
A Missionary ‘Spring’ in the Church

Reflection 

The Gospel story is about the need to persevere in prayer. 
Although the story seems to center on the judge, its real 
focus is the widow, who stands as a "type" of the pray-er. 
Jesus is telling us that our prayer must be like that of the 
widow's: directed to the Almighty, persistent, born of 
faithful trust. Jesus invites us to pray incessantly to God, 
trusting that God will respond in God's good time. Jesus 
is particularly concerned that we understand this link be-
tween perseverance in prayer and faith. Indeed, he goes 
so far as to ask, "When the Son of Man comes, will he 
find faith on earth?" Jesus' question reveals that prayer is 
necessary to preserve faith just as much as faith is neces-
sary to validate prayer. 
Jesus seems to recognize that faith is not easy to sustain 
Jesus' insistence on perseverance and persistence is born 
of his clear understanding of what shakes us up and trou-
bles our faith: an illness in the family, a nagging boss, a 
tight budget, or even good fortune that makes us deny our 
need to continue to pray. So, just as Jesus refused to give 
up on the stumbling faith of his apostles, so does he re-
fuse to give up on us. Instead, he warns us and urges us 
not to lose heart, to continue to believe and trust that God 
is with us, strengthening us and granting us the grace to 
go on--in faith and in prayer.

New Jersey Independent Victim  
Compensation Program open  

As announced in February, the Diocese of 
Metuchen – along with the four other Ro-
man Catholic Dioceses in New Jersey 
(Newark, Trenton, Camden and Paterson) – 
established an Independent Victim Com-
pensation Program (IVCP) to compensate 
those who, as children or young adults, 
were sexually abused by a priest or deacon 
of the Diocese. The IVCP is open to claims 
and will conclude on December 31, 2019. 
All individual claims must be submitted dur-
ing this period. 
Victims of clergy sexual abuse of a minor 
can begin the process of utilizing the pro-
gram by going to  
www.njdiocesesivcp.com and reviewing the 
protocol for submitting a claim.
