Arrangements to be made at the Parish Office. Only 
practicing Catholics may act as Godparents. 
 
MARRIAGES: Specific time is set for the celebration of 
marriage on Saturdays. The common Policy for all the 
Dioceses of New Jersey requires a period of 
preparation for the sacrament of Marriage, which 
includes sessions with the parish priest and attendance 
at either the Pre-Cana conferences or the Engaged 
Encounter Weekend. Therefore, arrangements are to 
be made at least one year in advance and before any 
social plans are finalized. 
 
FIRST PENANCE, FIRST EUCHARIST, CONFIRMATION: 
Though immediate preparation is given to children 
before receiving these sacraments, it is expected that  
children receive a Christian education within their family 
life, through formal religious education classes, and by 
attending  Sunday worship services.

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St. Monica is best known as a fervent woman of 
prayer who brought people to Christ, especially in her 
own family, through her unconditional love, personal 
example and prayer. 

St. Monica was born to a Christian 
family in North Africa where she mar-
ried  and had three children, a daugh-
ter, Perpetua and two sons, Augustine 
and Navigus.  Her husband Patricius, 
was unfaithful and an alcoholic given 
to violent outbursts. She was instru-
mental in converting her husband and 

his mother by living the Gospel. 
Monica, having been abused by her husband, started 
counseling women in ways to prevent the domestic vio-
lence they and their children took for granted.  It is said 
that she had saved many lives by her counseling and 
prayers for the abused victims. 
St. Monica’s oldest child, Augustine, proved to be her 
most famous convert.  His obstinacy to Catholicism and 
reckless lifestyle grew when he left home at 17 to study 
in Carthage. Eventually, he fathered a son out of wedlock 
and remained in Carthage. St. Monica prayed continually 
for his conversion while she remained a revered mother 
and respected friend. Through the prayers of his holy 
mother and the marvelous preaching of St. Ambrose, Au-
gustine finally became convinced that Christianity was 
the one true religion.
