Though immediate preparation is given to children
before receiving these sacraments, it is expected that
children receive a Christian education within their family
life, through formal religious education classes, and by
attending Sunday worship services.

PASTORAL CARE OF THE SICK: Arrangements for
Communion Calls to the sick at home may be made by
calling the Parish Office.

St. Sharbel Maklouf
July 24

Joseph Zaroun Maklouf was raised
by an uncle because his father, a
mule driver, died when Joseph was
only three. At the age of 23, Joseph
joined the Monastery of St. Maron at
. Annaya, Lebanon, and took the name
Sharbel in honor of a Second-century martyr. He pro-
fessed his final vows in 1853, and was ordained six
years later. Following the example of the fifth-
century Saint Maron; Sharbel lived as a hermit from
1875, until his death. His reputation for holiness
prompted people to seek him to receive a blessin
and to be remembered in his prayers. He followed a
strict fast and was very devoted fo the Blessed Sacra-
ment. When his superiors occasionally asked him to
administer the sacraments to nearby villages, Sharbel
did so gladly. He died in the late afternoon on Christ-
mas Eve. Christians and non-Christians soon made
his tomb a place of pllgrlma e and of cures. Pope
Paul VI beatified Sharbel in"1965, and canonized him
12 years later.

Reflection: John Paul Il often said that the Church
has two Tungs—East and West—and it must learn to
breathe using both of them. Remembering saints like
Sharbel helps the Church to appreciate both the di-
versity and unity present in the Catholic Church..
Like all the sainits, Sharbel points us to God and in-
vites us to cooperate generously with God’s grace, no
matter what our situation in lifé may be. As our pray-
er life becomes deeper and more honest, we becomé
more ready to make that generous response.

Prayer: Saint Sharbel, you were called into the soli-
tary Tife of a monk and then a hermit, and you re-
sponded. You kept your eyes upon Christ, and He
transformed your humble soul into a glorious beacon
of light for the world to see. Please pra¥I for me, that
I will receive the grace I need to be faithful to the
vacation God has given me and that | will respond
with the same genérosity and commitment that you
manifested in your earthly life. Saint Sharbel, pray
for me. Jesus, 1 trust in You.
